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After Reading:  





After the reading of the story ask your child some of the following questions about the story:


What are some of the things that Mama Llama bought?


Why did Llama Llama get mad at Mama Llama?


What did Llama Llama do when he got mad?


What happen to make the shopping trip fun?


Look at the last picture of the book, what special treat did Llama Llama get?

Before Reading:  


Talk with your child about going shopping.  Ask your child, “What do you like about going shopping with mama or daddy?”  Make a list of the places you most like to go shopping.  Ask your child, “Do you ever get tired when we go shopping?” When you read this book, you will see that Llama Llama does get tired and wants to go home.





During Reading:  


This story is full of rhymes.  Take the time when you are reading to emphasis the rhyming words by reading them just a little louder.  Ask your child if they can hear the words which rhyme or sound alike. If your child is interested, you could make a list of the rhyming words. 
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
